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-REGISTRATION PROCEDURES-

NEW SWIMMERS

1. Complete phone interview with SNAP program coordinator.

2. Complete registration materials (contact information, registration form, medical form, releases, etc.) and return all registration materials to SNAP office.  No deposit is required at this time.

3. Once we receive your registration materials, your child will be placed on our waiting list. Time on our waiting list can vary from weeks to years.  Priority may be given to children with physical challenges.  

4. When we have an opening, you will be contacted for an aquatic evaluation for your child.  This is an in-water evaluation.  A fee for this evaluation is charged only if your child is accepted into SNAP or if you use this visit as a consultation or family training session. 

5. If and when we have an opening in our program, you will be contacted by phone and/or email to discuss scheduling and funding.  A deposit will be required at that time.

6. We try very hard to accommodate all families and to group children by age.  However, at times our classes have children of various ages due to the scheduling needs of families and/or SNAP staff. Being flexible with your schedule is the best way to find a space in one of our classes.

7. Registration is active for one semester.  Re-registration is required each semester.  

CONTINUING SWIMMERS

1. Complete the “Semester Registration” form.  Please note your scheduling flexibility.

2. Complete a “Health and Goals” form each semester. Please let us know if there are any changes in your child’s health or developmental needs.

3. Complete “Class Fees” form and submit deposit.

4. You will be contacted by phone and/or email to confirm your child’s start date and time. Swimmers begin on a staggered schedule to accommodate training of helpers.

5. Scheduling adjustments may be made during the early weeks of SNAP as we carefully try to match the right helper for your child.
6. Registration is active for one semester.  Re-registration is required each semester.  
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
